Description

Fumane* is a 38 year old woman living with her husband and child in the shack areas of
Diepsloot. She has two other children who go to school in the rural areas and when we
left her in December 2004, she was about give birth to a fourth child. Her husband does
not earn much money — only R600 per month. Fumane used to work in a restaurant but
her employer asked her to stop working after she fell pregnant. They also receive a child
grant of R170 per month, which they try to send to their children. When she found she
was pregnant, Fumane became nervous about needing to get on a funeral plan. She
opened one with one of the banks, to which she pays R38 through a debit order. She had
to open a bank account with which to pay the debit order, so every month she goes to the
bank and deposits R50 to pay the debt order. She doesn’t use the bank for anything else.
